	Students will be assisted to:
· Analysis the scripture of ‘Jesus’ Triumphal Entry into Jerusalem’ according to Luke 19:28-39 NRSV and the intertextual relationship to ‘The coming Ruler of God’s People’ in Zachariah 9:9 NRSV 
· Investigate and record the social, historical and cultural contexts of the scripture and identify key symbols and images from the readings
· Reproduce an artistic representation of a symbol found within the text using a variety of materials
· Orally present their symbol to the class explaining its significants and identifying how a Christian might enact the ‘meaning’ of the symbol in their everyday life.

	
	

	
	Rich/Authentic Task:
Children will investigate the intertextual relationship evident Luke 19:28-39 and Zachariah 9:9. By analysing the social, cultural and historical contexts of the scripture, children will identify relevant images or symbols in the texts and create an artistic representation of one of the identified symbols. The Children will orally present their symbol to the class explaining its significants and identifying how a Christian might enact the ‘meaning’ of the symbol in their everyday life. 
	Summative Assessment:
Children will be assessed on the content and their communication skills demonstrated within their verbal presentation as well as their creativity in reproducing their symbol relevant to Palm Sunday. 
Note- Each child’s presentation will be video recorded 

	

	DECLARE
	Learning Episode 1 

· The topic of Palm Sunday will be introduced to the children identifying the outline of the Rich/Authentic task. 
· Discuss with the students what they think they might need to think about, do, research and prepare in order to complete the task (eg. Read books)
· Collaborate with the children in regards to what elements or factors need to be considered when forming the criteria for grading- eg. vocal effects such as tone, pace, pitch and volume to speak clearly when presenting as well as the creativity and symbolism of the art piece.
	Formative Assessment
Assessment as learning- 
· Students reflecting on how they might approach their learning with teacher guidance. 
· Teacher writes children’s suggestions on the white board or uses a Smart-board to create a criteria sheet in a word document for all students to view and approve.


	
	

	SUPPORT & SCAFFOLD
	Learning Episode 2
(i) In groups of four students complete a cross-reference chart (Appendix A) examining the intertextuality between the Old (Zachariah 9:9) and New (Luke 19:28:39) testament scriptures using the resources available to them (Encyclopedias, Biblical books or the Internet).  
(ii) The group (of four) is to then split into pairs where students investigate and record specific details of the texts collaboratively. Each pair is to identify the social, cultural and historical contexts of the texts by completing a 5Ws (Who, What, When, Where, Why) + H (How) chart focusing on Authorship, characterisation, even analysis, context etc.       (Refer to Appendix A) 
(iii) Students reform their groups identifying the differences & similarities between two texts in order to clarify personal and shared meanings. 

	Formative Assessment -  
Assessment for learning:
· Observe the students to ensure that they understand how to fill out the cross-reference template and utilise resources appropriately 
· Conference with each pair as to what they are listing and provide guidance 
· Peer Assessment verifying and checking details to ensuring that the students are aware that the text in Luke 19:28-39 signifies the fulfilment of the prophecy found in Zachariah 9:9.


	
	

	SUPPORT & SCAFFOLD
	Learning Episode 3
(i) As a whole class, students are to collaboratively create a concept map to identify key symbols, images and events associated with the two scripture readings (students can reflect on the previous lessons ‘cross-reference chart’ to aid in analysis) to communicate multiple meanings. 

(ii) Following this, students are to choose a symbol, image or event and create an artistic representation of it. Students can use various mediums (textures and materials) such as paper, pencils, paint, felt pens, glue, cardboard, boxes, plastic, sand, leaves (especially palm leaves), wool, fabric, rocks, dirt, rice, grass, cellophane, crape paper, match sticks, paddle-pop sticks, string, buttons etc. Students will be encouraged to create their own symbol however they will also have the opportunity to follow procedural craft ideas such as ‘Palm Crosses’ or a ‘Yarn Pin Donkey’. 
(iii) When students are finished creating their art piece they are to label it with a descriptive sentence identifying what it is and why it is symbolic to the story or Jesus entering into Jerusalem.
	Formative Assessment -  

Assessment for learning-
· Conference students contribution to on the concept of Palm Sunday
Assessment as Learning:
· Self reflection of own learning using their metacognitive skills to decipher what symbol they are going to create, why they have chosen that symbol and how they are going to create there art piece with the resources available to them. 
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        An example of a Palm Cross craft activity
· Students reflect on the significants of what they have learnt about Palm Sunday and why Jesus entered into Jerusalem in the manner that he did 

	
	

	SUPPORT & SCAFFOLD
	 Learning Episode 4
(i) Students are given independent time to evaluate their symbol answering and record the following questions
· Why is your symbol significant to you?

· What ‘value’ does this symbol represent (eg. Palms = Honour or Donkey = Peace

· Is this a value that Jesus enacted in his life on earth?

· Is this a value that a Christian would enact in their life?
· How might a Christian person enact this ‘value’ in their life?

· What link do you see between Jesus’ teachings and actions and Christian beliefs and practices? 
(ii) (ii)  Student formulate a draft paper based on the seven points in to a 200 words speech presentation
(iii) Students finalise their speech by typing it up into a word document on the computer ensuring that they have researched their symbol thoroughly in preparation for peer questions at the end of the presentation 

	Formative Assessment
Assessment as Learning:
· Self reflection on why the symbol is significant to them and (if the student is a Christian) how they might enact the value represented by their symbol in their daily life. 
Assessment for Learning:
· Peer Assessment verifying and checking details


	

	REFLECT
	Students are to complete a KWL chart focusing on Jesus entry into Jerusalem and the fulfilment of the prophecy found in Zachariah 9:9.
· What do I know about Palm Sunday?

· What do I want to know about Palm Sunday?

· What have I learned about Palm Sunday?
As a collaborative group reflection each student will be asked to state in a single sentence what they have understood about their preferred learning style through this unit on Palm Sunday.  

 
	Assessment as Learning:
· Metacognitive knowledge (awareness of one’s thinking)

· Metacognitive regulation (the ability to manage one’s own thinking processes)

Luke 19: 28-39 (Year C) The Entry into Jerusalem. 
28 After he had said this, he proceeded on his journey up to Jerusalem. 29 As he drew near to Bethphage and Bethany at the place called the Mount of Olives, he sent two of his disciples. 30 He said, “Go into the village opposite you, and as you enter it you will find a colt tethered on which no one has ever sat. Untie it and bring it here. 31 And if anyone should ask you, ‘Why are you untying it?’ you will answer, ‘The Master has need of it.’ ” 32 So those who had been sent went off and found everything just as he had told them. 33 And as they were untying the colt, its owners said to them, “Why are you untying this colt?” 34 They answered, “The Master has need of it.” 35 So they brought it to Jesus, threw their cloaks over the colt, and helped Jesus to mount. 36 As he rode along, the people were spreading their cloaks on the road; 37 and now as he was approaching the slope of the Mount of Olives, the whole multitude of his disciples began to praise God aloud with joy for all the mighty deeds they had seen. 38* They proclaimed: “Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord.
