	How will symbols be displayed used? (What specific action?):

The red cloth will be draped around the altar with the palms and flowers at the front and to the side. The red candle will be placed on the altar with the crucifix and the PowerPoint will be to the side or behind the altar. Children will be given small palm crosses after the Gospel reading so they can hold up for the blessing. The children’s artwork (created symbols associated with Palm Sunday) will be placed on display in appreciate places. Potted palm trees will line the pews.

28 After he had said this, he proceeded on his journey up to Jerusalem. 29 As he drew near to Bethphage and Bethany at the place called the Mount of Olives, he sent two of his disciples. 30 He said, “Go into the village opposite you, and as you enter it you will find a colt tethered on which no one has ever sat.
